Take Credit Where Credit Is Due
Every year around this time, schools all over the state of Arizona begin gearing up for receiving donations in the form of School Tax Credits.  This is a wonderful source of revenue for school districts to pay for extra curricular activities such as field trips that supplement the curriculum, athletic and band uniforms, and after school clubs.  A.R.S. § 43-1089.01 allows individual tax payers in Arizona to claim a credit for making contributions or paying fees to a public school for support of extra curricular activities. The maximum credit you may claim is $400 if you are married filing a joint return or $200 if you are single or married filing separate.  

This is not a deduction, it is a credit.  This means that if you owe state income taxes, if you donate $400, you reduce your tax bill by $400.  If you don’t pay any taxes this year, you may carry the credit forward for up to five consecutive taxable years

This year, to make donations easier, Fountain Hills Unified School has developed an on line web store to make donations easier than ever.  Just log on to www.fhusd.org and click on the School Tax Credits button.  You will be directed to the district’s web store that will walk you through the donation process.  It’s as easy as a few clicks of your mouse and your money goes directly to the school and program of your choice.  
So, this year instead of paying taxes to the state, pay your local school and take credit for giving students an extracurricular opportunity that they otherwise would not have.
