Absentee rates in the Fountain Hills Unified S.D. have remained low the week of November 2-6 at about 70 total absences district wide.  This is a large decrease from the high 200’s during the week before fall break. Our faculty staffing levels have remained very good.

Our building custodial staffs and teachers are performing disinfectant wipe-downs as often as possible on classroom equipment and furniture at all school buildings. Our bus drivers have begun sanitizing bus handrails and the tops of seats between bus runs. 

We remain in close coordination with our Maricopa County Health Department and our school district registered nurse to daily monitor the situation. Based on advice from the Maricopa County Health Department, we do not contemplate any school closures.  However, we do expect another wave of the flu to take place based on historical trends within the next several weeks.

We thank parents for their cooperation in keeping ill children at home. It is important to have children remain at home for at least 24 hours AFTER they no longer have a fever WITHOUT using fever reducing drugs. Have an alternative care plan in place based on your family’s daily employment needs to care for ill students using relatives, friends and neighbors.
